INSPECTION PROCEDURES 
001-FOUNDATION / FOOTER
Dig footer to proper required width and depth. Place required size horizontal steel on chair rails. Lap all splices 24 inches minimum including corners and drop corners. Install all required size vertical steel at code required intervals and spacing with L shape hook minim 24inches- tied to horizontal footer steel. If not using full height vertical steel, be sure at least a minim of 24 inches is stubbier-up for required lap splice and addition vertical steel that runs through the block.

CALL FOR INSPECTION 
002-BASEMENT WALL

Lay block, install required steel at required spacing with proper lap splice and tied. If horizontal steel is required have it placed for inspection.

CALL FOR INSPECTION

003-FOUNDATION DRAINAGE

Set the drain pipe on minim 2 inches gravel with minimum 6 inches gravel cover.

NOTE: If using graveless drain pipe install per manufacture specifications.
CALL FOR INSPECTION (before covering with dirt)

004- FOUNDATION / WALL WATERPROOFING 

Seal with waterproofing. 

CALL FOR INSPECTION (before back fill)

005-INTERIOR COLUMN / BEARING FOOTER PAD

Dig for correct size, install required steel and tie.

CALL FOR INSPECTION
006-RETAINING WALL

If the retain wall supports more than 2 inches of unbalanced back-fill it must be engineered. Submit engineered plans to the Building Department before constructing the wall.
CALL FOR INSPECTION
007-SLAB / BASEMENT

Install 4 inch gravel base then install radon vent “See-2006 IRC Appendix F and venting instruction attach to this letter.” Gravel over radon vent- cover gravel with 6 mil vapor retardant, lap splice 6 inches and 3 inches up all wall. 

 CALL FOR INSEPCTION
008- 1ST FLOOR ROUGH FRAMING
All trades, plumbing, HVAC, electric fully completed. Bracing, blocking, stripping, draft stopping, truss bracing is done. Windows must be installed.

Exterior of the house can be wrapped but no other covering can be on. Roof can be shingled or cover.

CALL FOR INSPECTION
010-DWV PRESSURE TEST
Either put under pressure with gauge or fill vent stacks with water to the very top, so when the pipe is manually shaken water shall fall from the top. Vent pipe shall be min.10 inches high.
CALL FOR INSPECTION
014-EXTERIOR COLUMN / BEARING FOOTER PAD

Dig correct size, install required steel and tie.

CALL FOR INSPECTION 
015-PLUMBING SUPPLY PRESSURE TEST
Place under pressure with a gauge.

CALL FOR INSPECTION
018-SLAB / GARAGE

4 inches gravel in place 6 mil. vapor barrier in place, if required. Lap splices 6 inches and caulk or tape, vapor barrier to be up all walls minimum 3 inches.
CALL FOR INSPECTION
019-DRYWALL- FIRE BOARD INSPECTION
Hang board.-CALL FOR INSPECTION
Note; Do not finish drywall or paint before inspection.

013-FINAL /C/O

CALL FOR INSEPCTION: With home is completely finish and ready for occupancy, all debris, both interior and exterior pick up, all penetration seal, etc.

Note: 1. Please remember it is you’re responsible as a contractor to insure that before calling for a inspection   that all work is completed and has been check before the an inspection. 
 2. All permits are required to be posted at the job site all times and easy to access.

 3. Stamped approval plans “That is given to you signed by the Building Official” must be at the job site for each inspections. 

 4. Floor and roof truss profiles sheet commonly called TPI and lay out must be at job site for framing inspection.  

FIELD CHANGES
I have noticed that there have been field changes on some of the inspections. Our Polices is that no one can make changes unless you submit documentation of the changes. Please let the Building Department know 
before your next inspection if there are any changes.
